This low-budget indie by fisttime 1 1
writer/ director Murray Robinson has two
main draws: wily veterans Alan Arkin and
Frank Langella. Happily, they deliver in

but they share painfully few scenes together. Otherwise, we have a weary Pitts
questioning his devotion—particularly when he meets perky Amy Acker. There’s
not much drama and no laughs whatsoever, but the cast remains top-notch.
